IFSA VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES

AT IFSA BURN CAMP “I Am Me”
Full-Time Camp Counselor – Must be at least 21 years old

This position would involve attending a mandatory orientation weekend in early March.  You would arrive at camp a day before the campers do for further orientation.  The Campers arrive on Sunday and go home on the following Saturday morning. The only time off you will have during camp (when you are allowed to leave the camp property) is one night.  Camp night-off begins at 5:00 p.m. and ends at midnight.

1. Am I likely to get too emotional?

IFSA Burn Camp is an emotional experience.  Hearing campers tell their stories on how they were burned can be overwhelming.  Orientation helps to prepare staff emotionally for their Burn Camp experience.

2. Can I accept that volunteering will have its low point?

Our motto at IFSA Burn Camp is “Camp is for the Kids”.  The camp menu is geared toward our camper’s likes and dislikes.  Not all the cabins have restrooms; however the bathhouses are a short walk from each cabin.  The cabins are normally not air-conditioned and your bunk may be narrow and a bit uncomfortable.  Mosquitoes, heat, and long days are guaranteed at camp.

3. Am I willing to play by the rules?

Staff needs to follow the rules and be an example to the campers.  The rules are a necessary part of a safe camp.  

4. Can I resist “saving the world”?

There is only so much a volunteer can hope to accomplish during a one-week camp.   Ask yourself: If I can’t save the world, can I settle for making a difference in the lives of young burn survivors?
